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Event, a player (i) played for, (ii) was contracted to play for, or (iii) had nominated in his central
contract with his Home Board an obligation to play for, more than one Participating Team in a
CLT20 Event and one of those Participating Teams is the player's Home Board Team, the
following rules apply:

The player is free to nominate by way of contract or otherwise which Participating Team
he wishes to represent in the relevant CLT20 Event provided he is selected in the Squad
List by that Participating Team on or before the Cut Off Date. For the purposes of sub-
paragraphs (b) — (f) below (inclusive), if the player elects to nominate a Participating
Team and that Participating Team (i) selects that player in its Squad List on or before the
Cut Off Date and (ii) is not his Home Board Team, his Participating Team will be known
as the *Selected Overseas Team” and his Home Board Team will be known as the
*Rejected Home Team”.

To the extent a player's nominated Participating Team is his Home Board Team then, if
selected in the Squad List by that Home Board Team on or before the Cut Off Date, the
Participating Member from who's Domestic Twenty20 Event the Home Board Team
became eligible to participate in the CLT20 Event will not be required to pay any fee to
any other Participating Member or Participating Team as a result of that payer playing for
the Home Board Team in the CLT20 Event.

To the extent a player's nominated Participating Team is not his Home Board Team then,
if selected in the Squad List by a Selected Overseas Team on or before the Cut Off Date,
the Participating Member from who's Domestic Twenty20 Event the Selected Overseas
Team became eligible to participate in the CLT20 Event (the "Selected Participating
Member”™) must pay an amount of US$200,000 (the “Transfer Fee”), to the Participating
Member from who’s Domestic Twenty20 Event the Rejected Home Team became eligible
to participate in the CLT20 Event (the “Rejected Participating Member”). The Transfer
Fee shall be paid no more than five (5) days after the player is selected in the Squad List
by the Selected Overseas Team and, in the event such Transfer Fee is not paid within
five days, an amount equal to the Transfer Fee plus an amount of US$100,000 (the
"Penalty Fee” and, together with the Transfer Fee, the "Total Transfer Payment Fee”) will
be deducted from any payments due to the Selected Overseas Team from CLT20
(including any participation fee and prize money) and such amount will be paid to the
Rejected Participating Member by CLT20 within 10 Business Days after the relevant
CLT20 Event (less any applicable taxes). For the avoidance of doubt, the player shall
remain eligible to be selected by and play for the Selected Overseas Team during that
CLT20 Event but the Selected Overseas Team will be disqualified from participating in
the following year's CL.T20 Event.

The Rejected Participating Member and the Rejected Home Team will decide between
themselves as to the allocation of the Transfer Fee or Total Transfer Payment Fee (as
the case may be).
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
